Father Scamiel 
seemed to agree with this. 

I indica ted that, in·light of -Fr. Caffoe 1 s-innocence, I felt they both should spend 
a few days in trying to evaluate the situation and possible scandal. 

F~therCaffoe called me , Tuesday, January 28, indicating that after consultation 
with the parents involved and clearing up some misunderstanding on their part, he and Fr . 
.Scannel believed that an immediate transfer was NOT called for.
