Some people on this list cannct be convicted of a crime because of the paszage of time,
legal technicalities, their present whereabouiz or mental state, or other factors; nonetheless, these peocple will not be accepted as
employees or volunteers by the Diccese of Ere. Every pergon named on this list was credibly accused of actions that, in
the diocese's judgment, disqualify that person from working with children. Such actions could include the use of child
pormography, furnishing pornography to miners, corruption of minors, violating a child-protection policy, failure to
prevent abuse that they knew to be happening, and — in 2ome cages — direct physical sexual abuse or sexual assault of
minors. Allegations were corroborated by secular legal proceedings, canon law procesdings, self-admizsion by the individual, or
threshold evidence {ag defined in the Child Protection Policy). Mone of the priests listed are permitied to engage in any form of
public minigtry or to present themeelves publicly as priests. Individuals are listed with their current {in the case of priests) or last
known (in the case of laypersons) stafus with the Diocese of Ere or any of the echools or agencies within the diccese.

‘We also find it important to recognize the survivors who have reporied abuse, even when the report cannot be investigated fully.
Allegations of abuse from decades ago often can be neither proved nor disproved due to a lack of living witnesses or
corroborating evidence. The Diccese of Erie is profoundly grateful for the courage demonsirated by the individuals that have
come forward to make these allegations known but regrets that — with no way to comoberate these allegations — they cannot be
lizted here. Monetheless, the Diocese of Erie always welcomes any additional information that can shed light on past cazes of
abuss.

Finally, in some cases, reports were made out of an abundance of caution rather than because of specific abuse that was
perpetrated. In thess cases, refemrals are made to appropriate law-enforcement agencies, as well as analyzed by the Dioccese of
Erie’s investigators. Where both secular law enforcement and diccesan investigators concluded that a report is unfounded, the
names of the reporied individuals involved will not be publicized.

REPORTING ABUSE

Pastoral care and compassion for victims, as well as the protection of children and vulnerable aduwils, is a top priority of the
Diocese of Erie. The diccese encourages anyane wha has experienced sexual abuse or misconduct by a member of the clergy or
any employee or volunteer of the church fo contact law enforcement. To report abuse fo the independernt investigators refsined by
the Diocese of Erie, email EneRCO@KLGates com. in addifion, viclims or concemned individuals can report abuse to ChildLine,
an outreach of the FPennsylvania Department of Human Services, by calling 800-932-0313. The line is opan 24/7, and callers may
choose (o remain anonymous. Victims also are welcome o confact the diccese directly fo report abuse at §14.451.15343.
Counseling assistance is available for viclims anddor their families through the diocesan victim assistance coordinator, Dr. Robert
Nelsen, who can be reached af §14.457.15217.

Mumerous reporiz also are made in accordance with the law regarding situations where reason to suspect abuse exists but the
perpetrator is not connected to the diccese. Forinstance, if @ parent abuses a child, a Catholic school teacher is required to
report that abuse. Those cases are invesligated and prossecuted as appropriate, but the names of people involved will not be
made public on this website. The federal sex-offender regisiry may be searched here, and the Pennsylvania sex-offender regisiry
may be searched here. Any person who uses the information contained on this website or linked websites to threaten, intimidate.
or harass a listed individual or hig/her family — or who otherwvise misuges this information — may be subject to criminal
prosecution or civil liability.
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
