Dear Vince,

I am writing to you today as the Bishop of this local Church. On December 12, 2002, the United
States Conference of Catholic Bishops promulgated as law the Essential Norms for Diocesan Policies
dealing with allegations of sexual abuse of minors by Priests or Deacons. This legislation became
effective on March 1, 2003. 1t had earlier received the required approval of the Congregation for Bishops.
In compliance with this legislation, I would now like to move your case toward laicization.

If you are willing to petition voluntarily to the Holy See for laicization, I ask you to contact Fr.
Pat Lagges by writing him at the Pastoral Center by July 1, 20603. Your letter need only express your
desire to be returned to the lay state. The address of the Pastoral Center is indicated at the top of this
letter. If you are able, you can telephone Fr. Lagges at (312) 751-8384.

If you are not willing to petition personally for your laicization, at the beginning of July of this
year, I will send your file to the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith with a request that they laicize
you by a decree. :

It would be much better if you would personally petition for laicization. However, if you choose
not to, then I will pursue it. If you oppose this action on my part, you have a right to be represented by a
Canonical Advocate who would argue your position before the Congregation. To obtain a list of canon
lawyers who represent priests in this sort of matter, please contact one of the Vicars for Priests, Fr. Jim
Kaczorowski or Fr.

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Victim Statement Abstract

This abstract replaces the summary prepared by Kathleen Leggdas, Professional Fitness Review
Administrator for the Archdiocese of Chicago’s Oftice of Professional Fitness Review, of Victim
(Q’s statement, given to Ms. Leggdas on June 15, 1999, formalizing his allegation of sexual abuse
against Fr. Vincent McCaffrey. According to Victim Q’s statement, Fr. McCaffrey befriended
him when he was 1n seventh grade and took him drinking at a bar. They returned to the rectory at
St. Victor’s parish in Calumet City and continued drinking beers until Victim Q was intoxicated.
When he awoke, Fr. McCaffrey was abusing him. Similar sexual abuse continued at St. Victor’s
parish rectory and on camping trips to Indiana and Wisconsin until Victim Q was in eighth
grade. The abuse consisted of fondling and oral sex. Victim Q also reported an occasion when
McCaffrey lined up boys in their underwear while at the church during a retreat. Victim Q also
identified the name of another priest at St. Victor’s and reported that the priest was aware of the
abuse by Fr. McCaffrey.
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Victim Statement Abstract

This abstract replaces the summary prepared by Ralph Bonaccorsi, Director of the Office of
Assistance Ministry of the Archdiocese of Chicago, of Victim T's mother's statement, given to
Mr. Bonaccorsi over the phone on January 12, 2004. Victim T's mother stated that her son, who
has since passed away, was abused by Rev. Vince McCaffrey between 1980 and 1982.
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Victun Statement Abstract

This abstract replaces the summary prepared by Leah McCluskey, Professional Responsibility
Administrator for the Archdiocese of Chicago’s Office of Professional Responsibility, of Victim
R’s statement, given to Ms. McCluskey on August 10, 2004, formalizing his allegation of sexual
abuse against Fr. Vincent McCaffrey. According to Victim R’s statement, Fr. McCaffrey took
him on a camping trip. On the trip, McCaffrey fondled Victim R’s genitals over his clothing
during the night and watched Victim R shower. Victim R reported that he was sexually abused
by Fr McCaffrey in the same manner approximately 50 times between eighth grade and tenth
grade at St. Victor’s parish rectory, a parish in Roseland, Illinois, during an overnight stay at a
seminary, and on a camping trip. Victim R reported the abuse to the pastor of St. Victor’s Parish
in approximately 1979. According to Victim R, the pastor stated that abuse was why McCaffrey
left his previous parish, and further informed Victim R that he (pastor) was awaiting a call from
McCaffrey’s psychiatnst.

Q. How many times have you seen this man sleeping in a bed

with young boys?

A. The same boy or different boys?

Q. How many different boys?

A. I would say anywhere between 15 and 20.

Q. So 15 and 20 different boys?

A. Yes.

Q. 2and were there some boys that he appeared to favor?

A. Yes.

Q. And how do you know that?

A. Because I am very close with one of them. He is a very
close friend of our family,

Q. And without identifying who that person is and what
relationship he is to you, did that person indicate to you
that he had been sexually molested by this man, the defendant?
A. Yes, yes.

Q. Did you attend a therapy session with the defendant?

A. Yes. I don’t know if I would call it a therapy session.
His therapist was there. It was more of a confrontation or
looking to get answers after it was revealed in the press that
allegations were brought against him.

Q. And what year did this confrontation --

A. This was November of 1991.

0. November of 19917

A. Yes.

Q. You were there, and he was there?

A. Yes.
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Q. Were there others? Without saying who else was there,

were there other people there as well?

A. Yes.

Q. Family members?

A. Yes.

Q. Was this part of the defendant’s treatment as a pedophile?
A. As I understand --

Q. If you can --

A. As I understand it; he had been seeing this therapist, and
I know that the subject was brought up in his therapy

sessions, but I don’t know if that was his reasoning in
initially going to a therapist.
Q. During that meeting or session, was the fact of his
addiction to boys or pedophilia ever addressed either directly
or indirectly?
A. Yes.
Q. During that meeting, did the defendant ever show any
remorse or any concern for any of the victims he had?
A. No. We were told that these were just allegations brought
against him. There was no admission of guilt. There was no
remorse. There was no apology to my family for the
embarrassment that he caused and the hurt that he caused.

And can you identify Vince McCaffery in the courtroom
today?
A. Yes, he’s the gentleman in the orange jumpsuit.

MR. FUNK: Identification for the record, Your
Honor?

THE COURT: The record will so reflect.

Q. I'm sorry, - What church was he in when you first

met him?
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A. It was a church in Chicago, Our Lady Help of Christians.
Q. And what role did the defendant have ﬁt that church when
you first met him?

A. When we first came to -- I’1ll call it HOC -- he was a
deacon at the time, and he had come on his way towards

graduation. I recall that he was organizing a summer camping

trip for some of the boys from the parish.

Q. And when you say "on his way towards graduation," are you
talking about he was getting ready to graduate and become --
A. No. 1I'm sorry. That was my graduation, eighth grade
graduation.

Q. Eighth grade graduation.

A. Yes.

Q. Thank you very much. He was arranging a camping trip?

A. Correct. That was to take place after school was out for
the summer.

Q. If you could, describe for the Court the nature of your
relationship or how you felt towards Vince McCaffery when you
first met him.

A. Initially when he came to the parish, I think many of the
students there, he seemed to appeal to them. He was very, you
know, cool. He basically was very good as far as getting
across to the students and such, and so I think he had made
friends with the students there. You know, as anyone else

coming into something new, you know, you always try to get
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that initial contact, and I think he did it very well as far
as, you know, making that friendship with the students there.
Q. So was he dynamic and engaging?

A. Yes.

Q. Did you ever become emotionally closer to Vince McCaffery?
A. Yes. At the time my parents were divorced, Vince had
become sort of a big brother figure to myself. He had been
closer mainly with my mother, who I still lived with. As my
parents were divorced, I did live with my mother, and he would
go out to dinner with us. He actually was invited to my
sister’s wedding. She had gotten married in ‘78, I believe.
He was there at the ceremony and at the reception and such.
So, yes, he had become a close family member -- or friend.

Q. And was the defendant aware of the marital problems as far
as you know?

A. Yes. My parents were divorced when I was in seventh grade
in *76. So when he had come to the parish, you know, he knew
that my parents were separated or divorced.

Q. And when you described how you became emotionally closer
with him, if you would, just describe in general terms what
sort of things you would do together.

A. We spent a lot with -- I spent a lot of time with Vince as
far as going back to Calumet City. Apparently he was involved
with a teen group there, so I would go back with him to see

the kids from that teen group. We’d go on camping trips.
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We'd go out to -- I remember going to my homecoming football
game. He had taken me to the football géme in my freshman
year in high school. You now, we’d go out and have a pizza,
and he’d go out to dinner with my folks -- or I should say my
mother and myself.

Did Vincent McCaffery ever molest you sexually?

Yes, he did.

When did that take place?

That was in 1977 or ‘78.

Q. And where did he molest you?
A. At Our Lady Help of Christians Parish in the rectory.

Q. And how old were you at the time?

A. I believe I was 14.

Q. Did Vince McCaffery ever apologize to you for what he adiad?
A. No. As a matter of fact, the next day we had to go to Des
Plaines. He was testifying on behalf of two youths who had
gotten into some type of a conflict. 1I don’t recall what, but
I know he was going to court teo testify as a material witness
on behalf of those two boys. As we were driving there, I had
mentioned to him that something peculiar had happened during
the night, and he just seemed to ignore my statement. This is
as we were driving in the car, and he just changed the
subject.

Q. So he didn’'t acknowledge it?

A. No acknowledgment.
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Q. And this is the sexual molestation that he failed to
acknowledge. ’
A. That is correct.
Q. I know it’s difficult, but if you could attempt to
describe to the Court the impact that being molested by this
trusted figure had on your life and on your personal
relationships.
A. Well, about midway through my high school education, I
stopped going to church. "My folks were raised verxy strong
Catholics. I know their divorce was extremely difficult, more
so for my mother, because of the fact of being a Cathcolic and
such. As far as with my life, I have a 15-year-old daughter,
and I just have very little faith and trust in people. I
mean, I had an experience with this man who, the way I was
raised, they were next to God. For a person of that caliber
and stature to do what he had done to me was beyond my belief.
To this day, I tend to see the darker side of people than the
better side. I’m extremely overprotective with my daughter as
far as any type of sleep-overs or as far as even her going out
with her other teen friends and such. Just because of what
I've experienced, it’s just made me very insecure with her
going out, especially with sleep-overs and such.

MR. FUNK: Thank you very much.

THE COURT: Mr. Royce?

A. We were sleeping in the same bed in his room at the
rectory. I was at the -- the bed was in a corner up against
two adjacent walls. I was closest to the wall. I was awoken
in the middle of the night by him fondling my genitals. I
turned away. He continued to reach over me and tried to pull
me back. I was sleeping on my back at the time. I turned
onto my right side. He tried to pull me back down onto my
back. At that point, I just forced myself face-wise up
against the wall, and finally he had stopped trying.

Q. I don’t mean to minimize this in any way, but from what
you’ve described to the Court, would you say that this event
took approximately a minute, or was it longer than that?

A. To be perfectly honest with you, I could not give you a
time frame.

Q. He did not twist your arm or punch you or exercise any

other type of force on you, did he?
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A. There was no punching or hitting. It was more a pulling,
pulling me closer, pulling me back down so that he could
continue to fondle my genitals.
Q. And after you moved to this location in the corner away
from him, did it end?
A. He continued to try to reach over to me, and I just kept
pulling myself against the wall, and then finally he did stop.

You can say all you want, and
I still feel if I had been more stronger at the time that
those other children wouldn’t have been victims.

Q. In your case, what you're saying is he became friends with
your parents?

A. Oh, yeah, absolutely.

Q. Would he come over for dinner?

A. Always, he came over all the time.

Q. Did you participate in activities, church-sponsored
activities or other activities, social activities with Vincent
McCaffery when you were a young boy?

A. Yes, everything from retreats gponsored by the church and

camping trips and summér classesg, sex education classes that
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- direct

Vince taught, a whole bunch of things during the summer

sponsored by the church and ran by Vince and some other people
involved in the church.

Q. By the way, you provided a statement to the Court, is that
correct?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. How would you characterize your relationship with the
defendant during the first phase when you first met him when
he was -- when you participated in activities that he was
helping to organize and so forth? If you could, describe to
the Court the nature of your relationship.

A. I was a kid, and everyone loved Vince. Vince came in and
took a youth program that never was existent, started one and
did things for us kids that gave us opportunities to do stuff
where normally we’'d be hanging cut at home. Vince was very
well liked by everybody and very well respected by everybody.
Q. Did you like Vince?

A. Oh, yeah.

Q. How did you personally feel about him at the time?

A. At the time? I trusted him. He was a priest, or soon to
be a priest. I trusted him. He had the trust of my mom and
dad. He had the trust of all the rest of the kids and their
parents. You know, we looked up to him.

Q. Did you ever come to look at him as sort of a big brother

figure or a father figure?:
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A. More of a big brother, you know, a big brother and a

priest and someone you can trust, someone that what he said

was -- was God.

Q. Did the nature of your relationship with him ever change?
A. Oh, yes.

Q. Did he ever molest you?

A. Yes, he did.

Q. If you could, tell the Court just in very general terms

the location of where the first molestation took place.

A. 8t. Victor’s Rectory.

Q. And why were you there?

A. Well, because Vince took me to play racketball that day,
and we were at the Bally'’'s Health Club. Vince had this
pattern of intimidating us, though. Vince started way back
when, and I can remember now in reflecting on it. I didn’'t
see it then, but I see it now. It started when we were on
retreats and him calling us down in our underwear and
inspecting us and making comments about our underwear and our
genitals needing room to grow.

Q. And he made these comments not just to you?

A. Well, what he did is he had us all lined up in the church
-- in the rectory -- in the convent. It was the o0ld convent
that they used for retreats. He lined us all up, and then he
sent everybody up and held me back. I think he was starting

to groom me. But after that time, years go by or whatever.

I
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don’'t know how long went by, but he took me to play
r

racketball. I remember being in the hot tub after playing
racketball and him holding me down and me coming up gasping
for air, spitting water, and that was his way of intimidating
us and letting us know that he would physically take us if
need be.

After that, he went to my folk’s house and asked my
folks if I could spend the night at the rectory with him, that
he was going to take me to the north side of Chicago to visit
some friends, and my folks were: O©Oh, absolutely, of course,
anything with Father Vince.

So Vince proceeded to take me to a bar on the north
side where he knew everybody. and feed me drinks all night
long. '

Q. And how old were you at this time?

A. Oh, 13, 14.

I remember Vince knew everybody there, and he was
singing Irish songs. He was up on stage, and the crowd just
hushed for Vince. I mean, you know, the sea parted for Vince.
Then when we got back to the rectory that night, he gave me
another beer. I drank it, and then I remember throwing up and
him telling me that I opened it and I have to drink it, him

forcing me to drink the beer.
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Q. Did you throw up because you were -~

A. Drinking.

Q. Because of the alcohol?

A. Yes. Then he made me drink another beer. Then after
that, I remember going and laying down in the bed and going to
bed. That'’s all I really remember, but he didn‘’t sleep with
me. He didn‘t sleep in the same bed that day. He went in
another room. I remember that, but I then remember waking up
sometime early in the morning and Vince was sexually molesting
me.

Q. And was this the -- did he ever apologize for that
molestation?

A. No, he tried it again.

Q. How many times did he either molest -- well, how many
times did he try to molest you?

A. Well, he molested me once, then made attempts to do it
twice after that.

Q. And those attempts are described in your statement?

A, I'm hot sure if I went that far in detail or not, but I
don’t mind telling you. I'm open about that because they were
threatening events. One time he tried again, and I ran away.
I physically ran down the street, and he tried to run me over
with his car. As I’'m running down alleys, he‘s hitting
garbage cans with his Pinto, hitting fences and garbage cans.

I'm cutting through people’s yards, and I'm pounding on
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pecple’s doors, begging and crying for help.

Q. And you don‘t know whether or not he.was drunk or on drugs
or whether he was completely sober?

A. He was completely sober because we just came from a friend
of mine’s house who was molested by Vince also, and him and I
were sitting in his back yard talking about it. Then his mom
came home, and him and his mom got in an argument because his
mom didn‘t believe him, of course, and Vince was the mediator.
So I took off running the minute I saw Vince, ran down three
more blocks and cut across some alleys and down a block, and
there’s Vince sitting there waiting for me in his car.

Q. Without saying the name of your friend or describing your
friend, how old was your friend at the time that he told you
that he was molested sexually by the defendant?

A. Same age I was.

Q. And that was?

A. Probably about 14 years old, 13 years old.
Q. Now, did Vince ~- if you can describe in general terwms in
your own words how what Vince McCaffery did to you when you

were a young boy impacted your life, your personal
relationships, or anything else you‘d like to tell the Court.
A. I'm a very angry person. I've been in a whole lot of
fights after that. I see him now, and I want to physically
hurt him, just like he physically and mentally hurt me. I

just want you to know that, too. I’'m shaking like a leaf
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right now because I‘ve got a temper and a half, and I really
want to -- but anyway, it took me till I was 40 to finally get
married, thank God, and I have a little baby girl that’s five
months old that I wouldn’t baptize in the Catholic church for

anything. I had her baptized Episcopalian. I mean, I think

about this all the time, all the time, and something has to be
done.

MR. FUNK: Thanks very much.

the night he woke up to whatever, whatever you want to call
him, snapping pictures of him, Polaroids, and that he woke up
nude. I believe he was nude when he woke up. He asked me
what I should do -- what he should do, and I just said: Tell
your parents.

Q. If you could, describe to the Court how the instances of
abuse at the hands of Vince McCaffery have impacted your life,
your personal relationships, your faith.

A. Well, I really haven’t been to church since my
Confirmation, the last time I was molested. He gave me
Communion an hour before. I don’t believe in God; I really
don‘t. I feel like dead. I feel like I've been dead inside

for like 16 years, but I do believe in fate, and I think fate

Q. - the defense counsel referred to what you said, that
there were between 50 and 100 instances. The gquestion was how
many times had you had sexual contact with McCaffery while in
high school, and you said that you’'d put the number between 50
and 100, isn‘t that right?
A. Correct.
Q. Is what you meant 50 to 100 occasions as in days?
A, It would --
Q. If you can’'t remember --
A. I’ll word the way I want to word it. Stuff happened
before high school. I'm not trying to get picky on the
wording here, but it happened way over 200 times, and we're
not talking just days. If I wanted to consider every single
instance, it’s enormous.

MR. FUNK: Thank you very much.

THE COURT: Mr. Royce?
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MR. ROYCE: Thank you. Nothing further, Judge.

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Q. How many cases of sexual exploitation have you
investigated in your cafeer with the Customs Service?
A. Over 30.
Q. Wha£ was your assignment on June 1lth, 20027
A. I was investigating Mr. McCaffery’s involvement in child
pornography.
Q. And how did Mr. McCaffery come to your attention?
A. A child pornography Web site was taken down by the New
Zealand police, which Mr. McCaffery was a paying customer of
that Web site.
Q. So he paid for access to child pornography?
A. That’s correct.
Q. Did you conduct a search of the --"by the way, can you
identify the defendant in the courtroom today?
A. Yes, sir. He’s wearing the orange jumpsuit.

MR. FUNK: Identification, Your Honor?

THE COURT: The record will reflect the
identification of the defendant.
BY MR. FUNK:
Q. ©On June 11th, 2002, did you conduct a search of Vincent
McCaffery’s apartment or residence at_in
Chicago?
A. Yes, sir.
Q. Aand did you have occasion to talk to the defendant that

day?
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A. Yes, sir.
0. And where did that interview take place?
A. That interview was conducted in the kitchen area of

Mr. McCaffery’s home.

Q. Was anybody else with you?
A. Special Agent Pieretti and Postal Inspector Bob Williams.
Q. And Special Agent Pierettil is a customs agent?
A. Yes, sir.

Approximately what time of day was it when thie interview
tock place?

A. It was in the afternoon, approximately 4:00 p.m.

Q. Did you read the defendant his Miranda rights prior to
questioning him?

A. Mr. McCaffery was given his Miranda rights, yes, sir.

Q. Did he, in fact, sign a Miranda waiver, a statement that
he understood what his rights were?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. Would you characterize Mr. McCaffery as having been
cooperative during that interview?

A. He was cooperative, yes, sir.

Q. Aand you mentioned previously Special Agent Pieretti and
Postal Inspector Williams. Were they present with you during
the entire length of the interview?

A. Yesa, sir.

Q. What was the nature of your questions or your questioning
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of Vincent McCaffery on that day?
A. The initial questiocning concerned his activity in child
pornography.
Q. Did the defendant admit to you that he possessed child
pornography?
A. Yes, sir.
Q. Did he indicate how much child@ porncgraphy he possessed?
A. He indicated he had approximately a thousand images of
child pornography.
Q. In fact, did subsequent forensic analysis of the
defendant’s computer, CD-ROMs seized from dressers, printouts
recovered from various places in his house, show you that
there were, indeed, over 4,000 images?‘
A. That's correct.
Q. Did he explain to you why he had so many images of
children being sexually exploited?
A. He indicated that he used that child pornography as a
sexual release to keep him from going out into the community
and doing those things.
Q. So when he said that, did that mean to you that if he
didn't have child pornography, he would sexually abuse
children?
A. Yes, sir.

MR. ROYCE: Objection, Your Honor. I don't think

that’s a logical conclusion, nor do I think this witness is
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qualified.
THE COURT: I’ll let you crosé-examine, Mr. Royce.
MR. ROYCE: Thank you, Your Honor.
THE COURT: The objection is overruled.

BY MR. FUNK:

Q. Are you sure that he said that if he didn’t have access to
child pornography as a release, he would go out into the
community and exploit real children?

A. His statement was that if he did not have child
pornography as a release, that particular type of imagery kept
him from going out into the community and doing those sorts of
things.

Q. In addition to paying money for meﬁbership in Web sites
featuring the sexual exploitation of little children, did he
also pay money to receive videos or video clips on CD-ROMs
that also featured the sexual exploitation of children?

A. He indicated that he had paid for three CD-ROMs.

Q. And were these CD-ROMs and the images recovered from his
computer and other sources, were they images of boys or girls?
A. Boys.

Q. Did those images include images of sadomasochistic abusive
conduct?

A. There were some of those, some of those images, yes, sir.
Q. Images of basically children being tortured.

A. For example, an image of a boy in a cage.
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Q. What, if anything -- oh, by the way, did you recover
printouts of the images depicting the sexual exploitation of
children, boys?

A. Yes, sir. There were approximately 200 to 250 printouts
located in the residence itself.

Q. And where did you find these images?

A. They were located in the bedrocom area, under the bed, that
kind of place.

Q. 8o he had some hidden under his bed?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. What, if anything, did this man say to you about any
addictions that he claimed to have?

A. Mr. McCaffery indicated that he had a sexual addiction to
teen-age boys.

Q. To images of teen-age boys?

A. To actual teen-age boys.

Q. Now, what views did he express concerning the sexual
exploitation of children through child pornography?

A. Mr. McCaffery indicated that he viewed child pornography
as a victimless crime.

Q. A victimless crime?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. In your experience as a special agent, is the sexual
exploitation of children through images a victimless crime?

A. It’s far from it, sir.
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1|Q. Did Vince McCaffery admit to you that he was a former

MR. FUNK: I think we need a ruling from you to
authorize the probation officer to give it to me. I think
that’s technically what --

THE COURT: 1I'1ll order you to give it to them.

MR. ROYCE: That‘’s all I was asking for.

MR. FUNK: Thank you very much, Judge.

(Discussion off the record.)

THE COURT: Would you step up here, doctor, and

raise your right hand?
(Witness duly sworn.)
JONATHAN KELLY,
DEFENDANT’'S WITNESS, DULY SWORN

DIRECT EXAMINATION
BY MR. ROYCE:
Q. Thank you for coming, sir. Would you be kind enocugh to
speak up nice and loud and tell us your first and last name

and spell your last name for the court reporter?
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A. My name is Dr. Jonathan Kelly, K-e-1l-1l-y.

Q. And do you have a business or occupaﬁion, sir?

A. I do.

Q. And what is that?

A. I am in practice in psychiatry.

Q. And where do you practice psychiatry?

A. At Rush Presbyterian/St. Luke’s.

Q. Could you briefly tell His Honor your educational
background starting in college, please?

A. I attended college in St. John Fisher in Rochester, New
York, from 1967 to 1971. I attended the State University of
New York Medical School in Syracuse from 1971 to 1975, then
the internship and psychiatry residency at Strawn Memorial
Hospital in Rochester, New York, and that was *76 to -- I'm
sorry -- '75 to ‘79. Then I came to Chicago for a forensic
psychiatry fellowship at Rush Pres/St. Luke‘’s Medical Center
from ‘79 to ’80.

Q. And since 1980, have you engaged in the practice of

psychiatry?
A. Yes.
Q. And are you board certified?

A. Yes.
Q. And are you board certified as a forensic psychiatrist?
A. Yes.

Q. As such, have you had occasion to work at a particular --
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or apply your skill at a particular location?
A. Yes.
Q. 2And where is that?
A. At Rush Pres/St. Luke’s Medical Center.
Q. 2and is there a particular location within Rush that you
practice?
. Yes.

And what is that?

A
Q
A. At the outpatient clinic.
Q. And is there a name of that clinic?
A The Isaac Ray Center.
Q Okay. What is the Isaac Ray Center?
A. It's an outpatient forensic psycbiéfric clinie.
Q. 2and how long have you been so employed?
A. 1I’ve been there since 1580 as an employee.
Q. To the present time.
A. Yes,.
MR. ROYCE: I would offer him as an expert in the
area of forensic psychiatry.
MR. FUNK: No objection, Your Honor.
THE COURT: I find that Dr. Kelly is an expert in
the field of psychiatric medicine.
BY MR. ROYCE:

Q. Doctor, in the course of your performance of your

specialty as a forensic psychiatrist, have you had occasion to
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1{deal with a patient named Vincent McCaffery?
2|A. Yes.
3/Q. Now, when was it that you first began dealing with him in
4| a professional capacity? .
S5]A. In 195%4.
6|Q. And do you recall the circumstances of your dealing with
7] him?
8lA. Yes.
S/ Q0. And would you tell the Court what those were?
10/A. He was being seen as an outpatient for treatment of a
11| sexual disorder.
12/Q. And since 1994 till the present -- till approximately June
13| of this year, was he under your care as a patient?
14|A. Yes.
15|/Q. And what did that treatment since 1594 consist of
16| generally?
17|A. The treatment included medication, psychotherapy,
18| monitoring.
19|{Q. As far as -- well, if we can just deal with those three
20l areas, the medication, what type of medication, if you recall,
21|was prescribed for Vincent McCaffery?
A. He was prescribed antidepressant medication.
23|Q. Any others?
24|A. Since 19%4, no.
2510 Prior to that, were you aware of him being on any
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particular medication?

A. He was.

Q And what was that?

A. He had been on Depo-Provera.

Q. And what is that medication?

A. That'’'s an antiandrogen medication.

Q For those of us who don’t understand that, would you tell
ug, if you could, in layman’s terms what that medication does
or is designed to do for a human being?

A. It reduces testosterone level and sex drive.

Q. Prior to his arrival or shortly after his arrival, d4id you
review any of his medical history or treatment background?

A. TYes.

Q. And where did you obtain that information?

A. That information was from the psychiatrist treating him
before I saw him?

Q. Okay. Did you become aware of whether or not Vincent

McCaffery had been a patient at the St. Luke’s Institute in

Maryland?
Al I did‘
Q. And are you familiar with what that is?

A. Yes.

Q. Would you tell the Court what that facility is?

A. It’s an inpatient residential treatment program for
individuals with various psychiatric disorders.
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Q. And is it designed to assist anyone in particular,
priests, or is it a general treatment facility?

A. My understanding is that it has not only clergy
population, but other nonclergy.

Q. Okay. From your review of the records of Vincent
McCaffery prior to his arrival at your facility, did you learn

that he had been an inpatient at St. Luke’s?

A. Yes.

0 Did you learn how long he was there?

A. Yes.

Q. How long was he an inpatient?

A. He was an inpatient from May to December of 1987.
Q. And after that did he participate, éccording to the

records that you reviewed, in outpatient or after-care
programs, approximately eight in number over the years?

A. After St. Luke’s?

Q. Yea. At St. Luke’s. .

A. Well, when you say aftexr-care programg at St. Luke’s, I'm
not clear.

Q. Did the reports reflect whether or not he was released or
he was discharged as a patient from St. Luke’s in December?
A. Yes.

Q. And after that was there an after-care program that he was
involved with?

A. Yes.
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Q. And was that at St. Luke’s?

A. The after-care program after December of 1987 was at Rush
Pres/St. Luke's.

Q. In relation to the St. Luke’s program?

A. Well, St. Luke’s has its own after-care program where
their staff are involved.

Q. Okay. That’s in Maryland, but his after-care program in
accordance with the St. Luke’s program was at Rush, is that
right?

A. He was referred from the inpatient program to Rush

Pres/St. Luke's.

Q. And did he continue that after-care program to completion
as far as you knew?

A. Yes.

Q. 2ll right. When he came to you as a patient in ‘94, did
he go through and follow all of your recommendations as to
treatment?

A. Yes, I believe so.

Q. Did he meet with you on a regular basis?

A. Yes, he did.

Q. And what was that regular-basis appointment that he met
with you?

A. I'd say most of the time it was on a monthly basis

Q. And did he maintain the medication that you prescribed to

deal with whatever ailments he was suffering?
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A. He did take medication.

Q. And the treatment specifically that fou had designed for
him consisted of counseling?

A. Counseling and medication.

Q0. And was the counseling a designed and calculated program
for his particular sexual addiction or disorder?

A. For his sexual disorder and depression.

Q. And did he follow, to the best of your knowledge and
experience, the program?

A. Yes, he did.

Q. And did he meet with you on a monthly basis from 1994
until 20027

A. He did.

Q. Okay. Were you aware of any relapses of his acting out
with children or any minors during that period of time?

A. No.

Q. Doctor, in your history and the report that you’ve
prepared in this case, you made certain notations as to your
experience with Mr. McCaffery specifically in the numbers of
persons with whom he had sexual contact, is that correct?

A. He did report that.

Q. All right. What was the report that he related to you as
far as the numbers of persons he had contact with?

A. I believe in 2002 an estimate was 40 to 50.

Q. And that estimate of 40 to 50 was of male sexual persons
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with whom he had contact, is that correct?

A. Yes.

0. &and that was from the time he was a teen-ager, isn't that
correct?

A. Yes.

0. Okay. Was there any delineation in his report to you and
your review of that clinical material as to the contacts that
he had with persons, minor persons, when he was a priest or in
a position of trust in the priesthood from approximately 1979
on?

A. I don’'t recall that delineation.

Q. So the total representation in your report of his 40 to 50
contacts of male sexual encounters was from the time of his
teen-age years up until the present, is that correct?

A. Up until 1988.

Q0. Up until 19887

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. This was reported to you in the year 2002.

A. Yes,

Q. All right. Did Mr. McCaffery report to you any sexual

activity that he had from 1588 until 20027?

A. With a particular individual other than himself, he did
not.
Q. All right. Did you receive any indication or reports as

to whether or not that was a true statement or nontrue
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statement?

A. I haven‘t received any reports to contradict that.

0. All right. Doctor, were you also aware of whether or not
Mr. McCaffery was involved in any 12-step Alcocholics Anonymous
program? '

A. Yes.

0. 2And how did you become aware of that?
A. He reported on a regular basis his involvement in
Alcoholics Anonymous.

Q. And did vou learn from your relationship with him that he

was also what they called a sponsor in the AA program?

A. Yes.

Q. And he assisted other persons who had similar alcohol
addictions.

A. He did.

Q. All right. Doctor, you indicated in a report that

Mr. McCaffery related to_you in one of your interviews, you
concluded in a report that he had hundreds of sexual contacts
over his -- over a period of time, is that correct?

A. That statement was made by him at that point.

Q. And was it your statement in the report to be interpreted
that he had a hundred sexual partners or that he had hundreds
of sexual contacts with male partners?

A. My understanding was the latter.

Q. And just so it’s clear, he didn‘t say: I had sex with a
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hundred different people. I had sex hundreds of times.
A. Hundreds of times. .
Q. With the people that he referred to.
A. Yes. |
Q. Specifically there was a question in an interview in one
of the early sessions in your review of his clinical report
about specific contacts with children between the ages of,
say, 12 and 17, was there not?
A. I believe the reference was to post-pubescent male
adolescents.
Q. And did he relate to you at that time that he believed it
to approximately 12 to 14 times in his life -- 12 to 14
different persons in his life? '
A. At one pecint, I believe he did make that statement, yes.
Q. Aand has that been a consistent representation by him
throug#out your entire approximately eight years of treatment,
therapy, and prescription of medication for him?
A. I don’t recall conflicting information with that.
Q. Doctor, what specific ailment --

MR. ROYCE: Strike that.
BY MR. ROYCE:
Q. Does Mr. McCaffery or did Mr. McCaffery or has
Mr. McCaffery experienced a specific sexual disorder as far as
you are concerned?

A. He has.
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Q. Aand what is that?

A. The term would be ephebophilia, and éhat's
e-p-h-e-b-o-p-h-i-l-i-a.

Q. If you would be kind enough, could you tell me and the
Court and the other parties here what that translates to in
layman’s terms?

A. Basically a sexual disorder involving sexual arousal to
male minors in the adolescent age range.

Q0. The counseling and the treatment and the medication that
you have prescribed and set up as a treatment pattern for him,
do you believe based upon a reasonable degree of medical and
scientific certainty that that has assisted Mr. McCaffery in
controlling that sexual ephebophilia?

A. EphebopLilia.

Q. Yes.

Yes.

And how is it that you believe that has assisted him?

A. Well, Mr. McCaffery was consistent in complying with his
treatment, both medication and sessions, and reported his
sexual thoughts or his behavior on a regular basis when he
came in for sessions. There was no indication from him or
other sources that he had sexual contact with minors during
the course of treatment with me.

Q. Were you familiar that in the spring of June of 2002 an

event occurred in Mr. McCaffery’s life that brought him to
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your attention on an emergency basis?

A. Yes.

Q. Would you tell His Honor what that was?

A. Mr. McCaffery reported that law enforcement individuals
had come to his apartment to search his apartment.

Q. When you saw him, did he -- did you then physically
examine him or see him?

A. I saw him on June 12th.

Q. The day after the event of the contact with the law
enforcement agency?

A. Yes.

Q. Did he appear or did he articulate to you any suicidal
ideation or statements?

A. He did.

Q. Did he appear to be substantially depressed and not
responsive generally to the situation about him?

He was significantly depressed.

Did you counsel him?

Yes.

And did you place him inpatient at that time?

Yes, he was admitted.

Admitted at Rush?

.

Yes.

Q. All right. Do you believe that from the time you met him

in ‘54 until 2002 that he abused any minor children,
prepubescent age?

A. I don't have information from him or other sources that he
did.

Q. All right. Did you -- was there a recognition by

Mr. McCaffery to you of his problem, of his sexual problem?

A. Yes.

0. Aand was he aggressively working on seolving that problem?

that he would pose a danger to the community?

A. If he were institutionalized?

Q. And going through treatment.

A. Well, I presume institutionalization would mean he would
not have access to minors.

Q. Right.

A. If he was actively engaged in treatment, I wouldn’t expect
he would be a risk at that point.

Q. But you thimk or you believe that it’s necessary that he
be treated and continually treated in a psychiatric setting to
control his disorder.

A. Yes.

Q. 1Is part of the principal treatment and evaluation and

diagnosis of the particular disorder that Mr. McCaffery has
one of what I just would characterize as acceptance of
respong8ibility, acceptance of the fact that he did certain
things?

A. That would certainly be an area that would be addressed.
Q. And did Mr. McCaffery accept his misconduct and

responsibility from what he did?
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A. From his accounts, yes.
I beg your pardon?
A. Yes.
Q. I misunderstood the first part.
A. From his account.
Q. From his account.

And this was to you as his doctor.

CROSS-EXAMINATION

BY MR. FUNK:
Q. Good afternoon, doctor. Now, when you say from his
accounts, you’'re relying on what this man tells you, isn’t
that correct?
a. I did.
Q. And that’'s all you have to rely on, correct?
A. I relied upon his account as well as other staff members
who had contact with him.
Q. And in his account -- and I‘m quoting from your June 17th,
2002 current clinical summary, and this is when Vincent
McCaffery is an adult -- he admits that he has ephebophilia,

right, an addiction to young boys, put in layman‘’s terms?
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A. Yes.
Q. I'm gquoting here:
"He said he had sexual contact with 40 or 50 male
teens since he was a teen-ager up to 1987."
Isn’'t that correct?
A. Yes,
Q. And that was written in the context of examining his

fixation as an adult with young boys. That’s what he was
seeing you for, in part.

A. Ephebophilia.

Q. Correct. Just to clarify what you said on direct
examination, when you said he had hundreds of contacts with
male partners -- I should say when he stated to you that he
had hundreds of contacts with male partners, they weren’t just
male partners, but they were children, isn’t that correct?

A. The male partners he had described were adolescents.

Q. Adolescents, not adult male partners.

A. He has indicated adults.

Q. You =aid he had hundreds and hundreds of sexual partners
or contacts with adult men, isn’t that correct?

A. Well, I believe the context of him mentioning hundreds may
have included adults as well as adolescents.

Q. Well, let’s go through your statement here. Actually,
before I get into that, you stated that the treatment that you

and others provided Vincent McCaffery assisted in controlling
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his drive or his desires as they related to young boys, is
that right? )
Yes.

And that he responded to this treatment.

A.

Q

A. Yes.
Q. And that he complied with the treatment, correct?

A. He did.

Q. Did that treatment include the criminal possession of
images of sexual exploitation of children? Was that part of
the treatment plan?

A. When you say "part of the treatment plan," you’'re asking
about whether or not that was an issue that he might have been
agsked about directly or indirectly?

Q. Well, let me try it differently. Let me pose the question
to you differently. He was on a treatment plan, correct?

A. He did have a treatment plan.

Q. As part of that treatment plan, was it encouraged that he
possess thousands of images of the sexual exploitation of
children? Was that part of his therapy?

A. No.

Q. 1In fact, when he says that he uses child pornography as a
release so that he doesn’t actually go ocut and molest real
children, is that a release that is ordered by the doctor?

A. That was a description by him of his fantasies and

behavior.
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Q. But I don’t think you were here earlier during the
testimony of the agent, so assume for the moment that the
defendant admitted that he viewed sexual exploitation of
children, first of all, as a victimless crime and, secondly,
as a way for him to get a release so that he doesn’t actually
go out and engage in that type of conduct with real children.
Now assuming that, was that part of the treatment plan that
you prescribed or that you told him that he should engage in?
A. He was not told to engage in any sexual activity.

Q. Or to view images of child pornography.

A. He was not.

Q. And would it trouble you as a doctor to find out that he
used those images as a release, and without those images that
he would sexually exploit actual children? Would that, if
that were true, change your assumption about his future
dangerousness?

A. Well, that information did change my understanding of what
he was doing in June of 2002.

Q. And if I understood you correctly during the direct
examination, in fact, you cannot say that Vincent McCaffery,
if left to his own devices, as it were, would not molest
another child without treatment.

A. As I stated before, it is important for Mr. McCaffery to
be in treatment.

Q. And you were talking about inpatient treatment?
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A. Whether or not he needs inpatient or outpatient depends on
the symptoms or circumstances at any parficular point.

Q. If Vincent McCaffery in the future has access to minors,
unsupervised access to minors, you cannot say that he will
never molest another child, can you?

A. I don’t think anyone can predict what might occur in the
future.

Q. But you cannot say it. You cannot say with certainty that
he will not.

A. No.

Q. Because, in fact, ephebophilia or pedophilia, which is a
different term, I know, pedophilia is, in fact, a chronic
disability, at least according to the DSM-4, isn’t it?

A. It is.

Q. Now let’s talk about your report. I just want to go over
a couple of things here that will clarify perhaps the numbers
that we're talking about, not that they’re necessarily all
important here. The December 27th, 1994 clinical summary, I’'m
quoting:

"Vincent states that he had hundreds of male sexual
contacts during his life and about a hundred of these were
under the age of 18 at the time that the sexual contact
occurred."

Isn’t it your recollection based on what I just

read you that he admitted that he had about a hundred sexual
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contacts with children under the age of 18?9

A. If I could just look at where you’re reading, please.

MR. FUNK: May I approach, Your Honor?
THE COURT: Yes.
BY MR. FUNK:
Q. I'm showing you the December 27th, 1984 clinical summary.

A. He did state that.

Q. So he did state that he had about a hundred separate
sexual contacts with minor boys.

A. Well, what he stated is as you read it in the report.

Q. Under the age of 18.

A. Under the age of 18.

Q. The report further goes on to staté that he had initial
contact with the boys he had sex with through his position as
a priest and at parish activities, isn’t that correct?

A. He did report that.

Q. Now, turning to page .2 of the report, he stated -- and
tell me if you recollect this -- that he would pick up
hustlers in their older teens after he exited and months after
he exited the Guest House treatment plan in 1980. Do you
recall that?

A. Again, if I could look where you’'re reading from, please.
Q. Certainly.

A. So your question is: Did he state he would pick up

hustlers in their older teens after Guest House?
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Q. Yes.

A. Yes.

Q. But they were in their teens, right?

A. Yes.

Q. And the report goes on to state that it was a high number,
a lot, but he wasn't able to recall exactly how many victims

he had, isn’t that right?
A. Yes.
Q. He said only about 12 were not hustlers, correct?
A. Yes.
Q. So is it fair to say that he is admitting that he had a
lot of sexual partners who were in their teens but that only
12 of them were not male prostitutes, or is that what it says
in your report?
A. That'’'s what that would indicate.
Q. And you got that information from this man, right?
A. Yes.
Q. Not to belabor the point, but I want to go through a
couple more things here. Vince McCaffery, the report
indicates, and this is in quotes:

"I was at Guest House in Rochester, Minnesota,
because of acting out sexually with minors in 1980."

Do you recall that statement?
A. Yes,

Q. So the defendant in 1994 admits that he, quote, still has
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fantasies, some deviant, three or four times a day. Do you
recall that, or do you recall him saying-something to that
effect?

A. Yes.

Q. And he considers these sexual fantasies his -- and I'm
quoting -- safeguard. Do you recall that?

A. He indicated that kept him from acting out.

Q. And just for the record, you and I have never talked
before you just got on the stand, right?

A. Yes.

Q. I mean, I never received any background about you. We
never had a chance to discuss any of this, so I apologize if
I'm going through this a little bit sldﬁly. Moving to page 8,
I quote:

"Ha" -- Vince McCaffery -- "reports a history of
deviant sexual contacts with male minors, post-pubescent males
from high school up to 1987. He notes that there are about a
hundred such sexual contacts, at least one occurring in 1988."

Do you recall that?

A. Yes.

Q. P¥Finally, the final thing I want to ask you about with
regard to the 1994 report, you note that he expresses a need
for intimacy associated with acting out in the past, isn’t
that right?

A. Intimacy was a variable, yes.

A. I believe that’s what he indicated, yes.

Q. Why did you include that in the report?

A. Well, there were certain variables associated with Vince’s
contacts with minors in the past, and that was one.

Q. Right. And that was a threat in the future, correct?
That’s why you put in that he has expressed a need for
intimacy associated with acting out in the past. That’s the
only logical explanation, isn‘t it?

A. I'm not following what you’re saying.

Q. Well, when you put in here that he is expressing a need
for intimacy associated with acting ou£ in the past, you’re
putting that in the report because you’'re saying that there’s
a possibility he may act out in the future if this need for
intimacy and other factors aligned in a way that would cause
him to do so.

A. 8o your question is: Are there circumstances where he
could act out at some point?

Q. Yes.

A. If circumstances were such that they increased the risk
level for him to that point.

Q. Yes.

A, Yes.

Q. Aand, in fact, you’'re indicating that there are such
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circumstances present in 1994 in your opinion.

A. There may have been some factors at dﬁfferent times.

0. Well, let me move on to 2002, June. That was recently.
Now, you indicate that he exhibited -~ and I quote -- denial
at having a problem with his sexual impulse control and,
quote, deviant sexual vulnerability, is that right?

A. If I could check and see what you’re reading from.

Q. It's on page 4 of the June 12th, 2002 report.

A. Uh-huh.

Q. Do you read that it says that he’s exhibiting denial in
June of 2002 with regard to his sexual impulses?

A. It said at times he exhibited denial.

Q. At times, but he exhibited denial.
A. At times.

Q. And this is -- again, this is the report in which he
indicates that he had 40 to 50 sexual contacts with minors,
children under the age of 18.
A. Since he was 18.
Q. Since he was 18.
A. Yes.
Q. But the children obviously were not. They were minors,
minor children.

A. Adolescents.
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Q. Adolescents. Then the last guestion, again, quoting from
page 5, do you recall him, Vincent McCaffery, saying to you
that he admitted having a sexual disorder, but he was hesitant
to fully commit himself to his treatment program due to
denial, minimization, and rationalization concerning continued
deviant sexual fantasies? Again, that’s from page 5.
A. Yes.
Q. And this is in June of 2002.
A. Yes.

MR. FUNK: Nothing further, Your Honor.

THE COURT: Mr. Royce?

MR. ROYCE: Yes. Thank you, Judge.

REDIRECT EXAMINATION

BY MR. ROYCE:
Q. Doctor, Mr. Funk asked you about Mr. McCaffery’'s use of
illegal drugs, and I believe the report is that he denied use
of any illegal drugs.except marijuana when he was a teen-ager,
is that correct?
A. He denied use of drugs.
Q. All right. Were there any toxicological screenings done
in his reports that reflected the use of illegal drugs?
A. I don’t recall any.
Q. So he never admitted he was using drugs other than
marijuana when he was a teen-ager, right?

A. Marijuana as a teen-ager.
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Q. Right. ©Now, these sexual fantasies that he described to
you are different than the actual manifestation of sexual

assaults, aren't they?

A. Yes, they are different.

Q. 2And whether or not -- I mean, not to minimize it, but
child pornography viewing is substantially different than
actual child molestation, correct?

A. Certainly they are different, yes.

Q. And your indications are that since he began the treatment
at St. Luke’s up until June of 2002, there was no evidence of
him participating in or acting out in any fashion in relation
to child molestation, isn’‘t that correct?

A. Yes.

Q. All right. 1In 1980, Mr. McCaffery reported to you that he
went to a place called the Guest House in Rochester,
Minnesota, is that right?

A. He did.

Q. Do you know what that is?

A. It’s an inpatient treatment program for alccholism.

Q. All right. That was in 1980, and as a result of his
alcoholic treatment, is it your review of the records and
experience --

MR. ROYCE: Strike that.
BY MR. ROYCE:

Q. I presume you contact or you have staff persons to confirm
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these representations made about his treatment facilities and
where he’s been, isn’t that correct? ‘

A. Records have been requested.

Q. Right, and they are reviewed and confirmed before you
begin your treatment.

A. We do try and get ahold of as many records as we can.

Q. So you have Mr. McCaffery in 1980 going for alcohol
treatment at the Guest House, right?

A. Yes.

Q. You have him involved in inpatient care at St. Luke's
Institute in Maryland in the late Eighties, correct?

A. Yes.

Q. And you have him in an outpatient after-care program after
that at St. Luke’s, correct?

A. Yes.

Q. And then you have him from 1994 on a regular medical
patient treatment program at Isaac Ray Center at Rush until
2002, June, is that correct?

A. Yes.

Q. Now, there was a -- other than this denial that Mr. PFunk
referred to about the use of child pornography, there was
never any indication to you that he denied any contact with
minor children, correct?

A. Correct.

Q. The last contact he related to you concerned numbers which
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are important in your evaluation, right?

A. We did cover numbers, yes.

Q. And the numbers that he related to you and that you had
indications of were between 12 and 14 boys prior to 1989,
right?

A. Prior to 1989, yeah.

Q. Right. Then subsequent to that, he had admitted to you
of, for lack of a better term, homosexual relationships with
persons of other ages, but not prepubescent children, right?
A. You're talking about since ‘807

Q. Since ‘89.

A. Since ’897?

Q. Right.

A. I don’'t recall that he’s had sexual contact with another
person since then.

Q. Right, and that’s what I'm saying. His history to you was
as of 1589 and past, correct?

A. As far as contacts?

Q. Right.
A. Yes.
Q. 8o from 1989 until June of 2002, your evidence is that he

never had any sexual contact with anyone.
A. Yes.
Q. Other than the abuse of the child pornography -- or the

use of the child pornography.
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A. He has admitted to that, yes.

Would you be kind
enough to speak up nice and loud and tell the Court and the
prosecution your name and spell your last name for the court
reporter?
A. The first name is Patrick. The last name is Cecil,
C-e-c-i-1.
Q. And do you, sir, have a business or occupation?
A. I am a Catholic priest.
Q. Aand do you hold a position in the Archdiocese of Chicago?
A. I'm pastor at St. Patrick’s Church in Wadsworth.
Q. In Wadsworth, Illinois?
A. That’s correct.
Q. And where is that?

A. It’s north of Gurnee, between Gurnee and the state line.
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1/Q. Okay. How long have you been pastor there, sir?
2)/A. 1've been there for a little over six years.
3/Q. And prior to that, what was your assignment?

4tA. Previous assignments were at St. Mary’s in Buffalo Grove,

5| 8t. Zachary in Des Plaines, and St. Angela in Chicago.
6/]Q. All as associate pastors?
7/A. That’s correct.
8| 0. How long have you been a priest?
8|A. In May, it will be 25 years.
10[{Q. And do you know Vince McCaffery?
11}A. Yes, I do.
12|Q. And you see him today in the orange jumpsuit.
13|a. Yes. "
14{Q. How long have you known him?
15{A. I‘ve known him since 1970.
16{Q. And how was it that you two met?
17|A. We met when we were hoth in college at Niles College of

12|Q. And was that part of the seminary structure of the

20)| Catholic church?

21]A. That's correct, it's minor seminary.

22]Q. And did you and he then become, for lack of a better term,
23} classmates throughout that period?

I'm one, one of the people that come to see him. I‘m not
sure how many other pecple do.

Q. All right. You try to keep in regular contact with him.
A. Yes, I do.

Q. All right. After your graduation from the -- or after
your ordination, did you and he engage in a business
transaction where you acquired a piece of property or a summer
home?

A. Yes, we did.

Q. And where was that?

A. In Twin lakes, Wisconsin.

Q0. and how was it that that came about?

A. There were actually five of us, all who were classmates
and were ordained together, that decided that we wanted to
have a place to go on our day off and to be able to use for
family gatherings and such.

Q. And the five of you then took up that project.

A. That's correct.

Q. And is it fair to say that you had specific days or weeks
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that you had it and that the other priests had their own
special times? .

A. Yes. We would generally all be off on Tuesday, and so the
house was reserved for us from approximately Monday noon to
Wednesday noon. Then the rest of the time would rotate. You
know, from Wednesday noon to the following Monday would
rotate. Each of us would have different responsibilities for
different weeks.

Q. Okay. While you owned that cottage, did anybody ever
bring to your attention any sexual or any kind of misconduct
on the part of Father Vince McCaffery when he was a priest?
A. No.

Q. Now, you and I have talked about yéur testimony here
today, is that correct?

A. That’s correct.

Q. As a priest, you and he have enjoyed what'’'s been
characterized as a priest-confessor relationship?

A. We’ve had conversations that have been privileged.

Q. And the conversations that I‘m going to ask you about and
the events I'm going tc ask you about, we’'ve agreed that I'm
not going to ever inquire into those issues, correct?

That’s correct.

And that’'s part of reason also that you’re testifying.

That's correct.

o » o »

. What I’m going to ask you about is when you first learned
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that Father McCaffery was an alcocholic.

A. I learned about that when he informed me that he was going
to be going to Guest House in Rochester, Minnesota.

Q. Was that in approximately 19807

A. Yes.

Q. As a priest, were you aware that priests at that time --
and he’s no longer a priest, and I'm going to get into that --
as priests at that time, was that sort of the place that
priests in the archdiocese went to deal with AA problems?

A. There are two Guest Houses, one in Rochester, Minnesota,
and another one in Michigan, but Vince went to the one in
Rochester.

Q. And did you know he was an alcohol abuser at the time?

A. I knew that he drank. 1I never witnessed any particular
episodes where he had abused alcohol.

Q. And did you support him during that periocd of time?

A. Yes.

Q. How did you do that?

A. I went to visit him while he was up there and maintained
contact through letters and through phone calls.

Q. Throughout the entire period of that hospitalization or
treatment program, were you aware of and monitoring generally
his progress in relation to alcohol?

A. Yeah. When we went up there, myself and a couple of the

other priests, we talked with his alcoholic counselor and
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1] asked him what we could do to help him.
2 And was that a demon in his life at the time?
3/A. Yes, it was a very difficult thing for him.
41 Q. He was then discharged, right? I S
5{|A. That'’s correct.
610. Were you aware of your personal knowledge of Vince
7iMcCaffery’s conduct in relation to Alcoholics Anonymous and
8{ that program?
9iA. Yes, he was involved in AA,
10]Q. And how long was he involved in AA?
11/A. As far as I know, he‘s still involved, at least up until
12jthe time that he became -- went to MCC.
131Q0. And how often from the time he got out in 1980, if you
14| can, until 2002, approximately 22 years, did you have occasion
15| and, if you could, generally indicate that either by how many
16| times a weeks or how many times a month you would physically
17| see or visit Vince McCaffery.
18|{A. Well, while Vince was still a priest, we’d usually take
19] Tuesdays off, and so I'd usually see him every Tuesday.
20/Q So that would be from 1980 until about 19937
21lA. About that, yes.
22{Q. All right. So that’s on a weekly basis.
23|A. Right.
24|Q. During that period of time, did you ever smell the odor of
25|alcohol or observe him under the influence of any alcohol?
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A. No.
Q. Did you ever have any detection or information from fellow
priests or colleagues or anyone that he was using alcohol?
A. No.
Q. After 1990 --

MR. ROYCE: Strike that.
BY MR. ROYCE:
Q. After the 1990 period until 2002, how often would you see
him?
A. Again, a less frequent basis, but still on a fairly
regular basis.
Q. Okay. By "regular basis," would that be once or twice a
week?
A. Maybe not. Maybe once or twice a month perhaps.
Q. During that period of time, did you ever have any
indication that he was abusing alcohol?
A. No.
Q. Did he seem to be interested in controlling his alcohol?
A. Yes, he did.
Q. At some point in your life, did you learn that Vince
McCaffery was leaving the priesthood?
A. Yes, I did.
Q. Okay. Prior to him leaving the priesthood, did you learn
that he was -~ that he had a sexual addiction or a sexual

disorder?
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A. Yes, I did.

Q. Tell the Court how that came about to you, sir.

A. Vince told me that he was going to be going to St. .Luke
Institute because he had a sexual addiction and that he was
going to be treated there for that.

Q. Did he tell you what that sexual addiction was?

A. Yes, he said it was ephebophilia.

Q. Did you and he discuss in a non-priest-confessor
relationship about what that -- how that came about and how
that was manifested in relation to his life experience as a
priest?

A. He said, you know, that he had a sexual attraction to
post -pubescent males.

Q. And did he say that he had acted out on this addiction?
A. Yes, he did.

Q. Okay. Did you encourage him to get this treatment?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Did you assist him as a fellow priest, classmate, friend,
and confidant in dealings with the Archdiocese of Chicago in
facilitating this process of him getting involved in this

addiction problem?

A. I did to the extent that I went to visit him while he was

there and encouraged that he continue the program.
Q. 2nd did he do that?

A. Yes.
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Q. And did he successfully complete that to your knowledge?
A. To my knowledge, he did. .

Q. Did you visit him while he was there?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. And did you visit him after he came out?

A. Yes.

Q. Did you know of his enrcllment at the Isaac Ray Center?
A. Yes, I did.

Q. And all the after-care programs that we’ve talked about
here today.

A. Yes.

Q. Would you say that you’re not a warden of him but were
intimately involved in his program and.progress?

A. I was very concerned about him, yes.

Q. aAnd he knew that?

A Yes, he did.

Q. And he would share that information with you.

A. Yes,

Q Did you have an occasion to communicate with the cardinal
of this archdiocese?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. And what was the communication with -- was that Cardinal
Bernadine?

A. Cardinal Bernadine.

Q. And was that specifically about Vince McCaffery?
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A. Yes, it was.

Q. And what was that communication genefally if you recall?
A. Well, I sent him a letter. I sent, you know, a
confidential letter to the cardipal that I was concerned about
Vince, that he would continue to take treatment, you know, and
because he was in very difficult financial straits that he
receive help from the diocese to maintain that, to maintain
that treatment.

Q. And you were aware, were you not, at the time of Vince's
arrest that there was some issue as to the financial
relationship between the archdiocese and Vince McCaffery,
correct?

A. Yes.

Q. To your knowledge, the archdiocese assisted Mr. McCaffery
in a limited capacity in relation to his treatment, isn‘’t that
right?

A. Yes.

Q. Other than that, he paid for his own treatment --

A. That’s correct.

Q. -- at the Isaac Ray Center.

A. That’s correct.

Q. And that was from approximately ’'%4-ish, late '94 until
2002, that he actually paid out of his own pocket.

A. That's correct.

Q. But the archdiocese did contribute to that.
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A. They did have money held in escrow for him for his
tyeatment.
Q. Okay. Now, when you communicated with the cardinal, was

his response consistent with what you anticipated it to be,
that he also shared your concern with Vince?

A. Yes, it was.

Q. Now, prior to communicating with the cardinal on that
issue, were you aware that Mr. McCaffery was assigned to a
parish in 1987 upon his release from St. Luke'’s in Maryland?
A. Right.

Q. And what were the circumstances of his reassignment to the
parish that you knew of when he got out of, for lack of a
better term, that institute program in Marylahd?

A. When he would be released to a parish, the pastor would
act as a monitor for him; that he would be in a monitored
situation so that his contact with post-pubescent males be
limited.

Q. And do you know whether or not that, in fact, occurred?

A. To my knowledge, it did.

Q. Okay. How was it -- what do you base your knowledge on of
that fact?

A. My knowledge is based on the fact of talking not only with
Vince, but also with his pastors at the time.

Q. Do you have an opinion based upon your knowledge of Vince

McCaffery as to whether or not he was committed to solving his
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or dealing with his alcoholism and his alcohol problem from
1980 until 2002 and now, the present? -

A. Yes, he is committed to dealing with his alcoholism.

Q. And do you have an opinion based upon your personal
knowledge and experience with Vince McCaffery as to whether or
not he has committed himself to dealing with this sexual
addiction that he’s had and dealt with?

A. Yes, he's committed to that.

Q. And is that your opinion?

A. Yes, that’s my opinion.

Q. Father, you see Vince McCaffery at the MCC, do you not?
A. That’s correct.

©Q. And you have visited him and signed in on the records, is
that correct?

A. Yes, I have.

Q. You are here as a friend of his, and you and I have talked
about this.

A. That’s correct.

Q. And you are here to tell the truth to the best of your
knowledge to help him in relation to this matter.

A. That'’s correct.

Q. Now, you also prepared a statement that I -- that you
presented to your parishioners and that you told me about
which you would like to read here today to the Court in open

court, is that correct?
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A. That’'s correct.
Q. 2nd did I tender that to -- did you fax it to.me last
week?
A. Yes,

MR. ROYCE: With the Court’s permission?

THE COURT: Mr. Funk?

MR. FUNK: No objection.
BY MR. ROYCE:
Q. Do you have a copy, sir?
A. Yes, I do.

MR. ROYCE: I want the record to reflect that
Father Cecil is opening an envelope that he tendered to me,
and I have a copy.
BY MR. ROYCE:
Q. You may proceed, if you would.
A. "Dear parishioners and friends, I have some information I
need to share with you. .On Monday, I will be in federal court
in Chicago on behalf of a friend of mine, Vincent McCaffery.
Vince and I were ordained priests in 1978. We’'ve been friends
since 1970, and we've remained friends for 32 years. Vince has
pled quilty to possession of child pornography. Previous to
this being charged, I was not aware of what he was in
possession -- I was not aware that he was in possession of
anything like this. I'm devastated by what he has admitted

to.
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"While Vince was a priest, he was one of the most
spiritual and creative men I've ever knoﬁn, yet he has also
led a troubled life. He is an alcoholic¢ and received
treatment for alcohol addiction at Guest House in Rochester,
Minnesota. To my knowledge, he has" -- parentheses --
"excluding consecrated wine" -- end p&rentheses -~ "not had a
drink since then.

"I know that he went to the St. Luke Institute in
Maryland for treatment of sexual addiction. After his
treatment there, he continued drug and counseling therapy and
did limited parish ministry under monitored supervision. 1In
1991 he was removed from ministry, and in 1993 he resigned as
a priest. BAgain to my knowledge, since receiving treatment at
St. Luke’s, Vince has not been involved in an abusive
relationship.

"You may wonder why I’m sharing this with you. I
am doing this for a number of reasons. First I felt it was
important that you learn about this from me and not through
the media. I realize that by and large media accounts are
usually accurate, but that is not always the case. I also
want it to be clear that although Vince and I have been and
continue to be friends, I have never been involved in this
part of hisg life.

"You may also wonder why we have remained friends.

Let me make this clear. I do not condone any of Vince'’s
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abusive behavior or the crime for which he is -- for which he

will be sentenced. I abhor the hurt he has caused, yet I seem

to remember something I learned a longtime—ago. —-As———-—--
Christians and Catholics, we are to hate the sin and love the
sinner. Jesus spent his time with all people, including tax
collectors and prostitutes, because all of us are in need of
redemption.

"I am sorry if any of you are embarrassed or upset
by my friendship with Vince. I believe that in the darkest
hour of his life I cannot abanden him or our friendship. If
you have a desire to address me in this regard, please feel
free to do so. I am always interested in your thoughts and
feelings on any important matter. May God continue to bless
us all this Advent as we prepare for the joyous feast of
Christmas.

"Sincerely, Father Pat Cecil.*

Q. Father, do you believe that Vince McCaffery since
approximately 1988 has made as good an attempt as possible to
control his sexual molestations?

A. I do believe he has.

MR. ROYCE: Thank you, sir. Nothing further.

THE COURT: Cross, Mr. Funk?

MR. FUNK: Yes, Your Honor.

THE COURT: Proceed.

A. I was not aware of that.

Q. You know sexual molestation is a c¢rime, don't you?

A. Yes, I do.

Q. So I agsume you went to the police when you found out in
1987 when he told you not in the context of priest-penitent
privilege that he molested children under his care as a
priest.

4., No, I did not.

Q You did not?

A. No, I 4id not.
Q

. Did he tell you that he used his position as a priest to
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get access to these young boys?
A. He told me that he had molested youné men, post-pubescent
young men, previous to going to St. Luke Institute.
Q. Who were under his care in parishes, correct?
A. He didn‘t say. He didn’t say specifically about that. He
didn‘t tell me who they were or where they were from.
So you never went to the police.
A. No, I did not.
Q. You never urged the victims to go to the police, did you?
A. I never met any of the wvictims.
Q. Well, you never tried to, did you?
A. I did not know who they were or where they were from.

Q. And so it must weigh heavily upon fou that you could have
avoided the sexual exploitation of children in 1988, in 1989,
and perhaps thereafter, had you done the right thing, which is
to go to the police with the information you had, isn’‘t that
correct?

A. The only information I had was the information Vincent
shared with me.

Q. Let me rephrase it then. It must weigh heavily upon you
today that you could have -- that you possibly could have
prevented the molestation of other children had you gone to
the police, isn’t that correct?

A. I don’‘t know that I could have prevented that or not.

Q. Well, you could have gone to the police. He admitted to
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you that he was addicted to young boys, isn’t that right?
That’s what you said on direct. .

A. That'’'s correct.

Q. But you also testified that you co-owned a cottage in Twin
Lakes --

A. That's correct.

Q. -- with Vince McCatfery.

A. That’s correct.

Q. I'm not sure if this true. Is it true that you heard
today that victims were testifying about being sexually
molested at that very cottage?

A. I heard that in court today.

Q. Are you aware that, in fact, dozens of molestations took
place in that cottage?

A, I'm only aware of what I heard today in court.

Q. So you’‘re not aware that these molestations took place for
over a decade, are you?

A. I wasn't aware of anything that took place. I was there,
like I said, at the times when it was just, you know, the
priests, you know, when myself and the other owners were
there.

A. Well, I knew that he had gone in for treatment for sexual
addiction in 1987 to St. Luke Institute.

Q. So you knew that in 2002 he continued to be addicted to
young boys by his own admission.

A. I didn’t know that he was -- you know, I knew that he had
been treated for that and that he was still working on that in
the same way that an alcoholic is an alcoholic for the rest of
their lives.

Q. For the rest of their lives, right?

A. That’s correct.

Q. It can’t be cured.

A. TIt could be treated. .

Q. It can’'t be cured.

A. No.

Q. And you also didn‘t know that Vince McCaffery, your good
friend, uses child pornography as a release so that he does
not go out and rape other children, right?

A. I was not aware of it until I learned about it in the
media accounts.

Q. You didn’t know him very well, did you?
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A. I think I knew him fairly well, at least the parts, you
know, that he -- .
Q. The parts he let you know? I'm sorry.
A. I believe I knew parts of his life very well. I did not
know that part of his life.

A. I would guess 12 to 14.

0. 2and where were these children located?

Q. When you were arrested in June of this year by the agents
of the Customs Service, did you have occasion to answer their
questions about pornography and other things?

A. Yes.

Q. One of the questions they asked you or they inquired of
you was what you did 15 years before in relation to your
gexual activity with children. Do you recall that?

A. Yes.

Q. Did you lie to them?
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A No.

Q. Did you admit that you had that sexual activity?

A I didn't answer their answer. That's what I did.

Q But you answered truthfully every other question they
asked you at that time.

A. Yes.

Q. And is the reason -- did you attempt to mislead them or
trick them into the belief that you didn’t have any sexual
activities with minor children?

Q. Now, you know that that‘s not going éo solve your problem,
and many of them won’t accept those statements, right?

A. I understand.

Q. Do you still mean that?

A. From the bottom of my heart.

Q. You heard your relatives -- your niece and others testify
here today.

A. Yes.

Q. Do you have anything you want to say to them?

A. I love my family.

Q. Now, did you realize as you were engaging in this
misconduct with these children who were testifying here today
and others who haven’t testified, though we've gone over their

statements many times, that you were doing wrong?

A. Yes.

Q. Were you able to control that activity?

A. No.

Q. Why?

A. Because it’s an addiction. I had to fight the source of

it, and I tried to follow whatever they told me to do, the
psychiatrists, and take whatever medication I had to take.
Q. What kind of medication did you take?

A. When I arrived at St. Luke Institute, they put me

immediately on antidepressants, and then they started me on
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Depo-Provera.
Q. What is Depo-Provera as far as you'ré concerned?
A, 1It’s actually a drug that they use to lower the
testosterone level, so it lowers the libido and the sex drive.
Q. And did you take that?
A. Yes, 1 did.
Q. And was that pursuant to a prescription by the medical
doctors there at the hospital?
A, Yes.
Q. By the way, St. Luke’s Institute, is that a hospital
setting in Maryland?
A. A psychiatric hospital, vyes.
Q. And is it a confined --

MR. ROYCE: Strike that.
BY MR. ROYCE:
Q. Is it a structured setting?
A. Yes, it is.
Q. And there are no external privileges of going off the
campus or going out of the hospital without supervision?
A. Not without supervision, right.
Q. And those trips would be for other medical care or related
treatment, dental, et cetera, right?

Q. Did you ever follow -- did you follow all of their

treatment and medical plans while you were at St. Luke’s?
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A. TYes.

Q. And did you take the Depo-Provera?

A. Yes.

A. It just lowered the sex drive. It had some side effects,
but I was willing to deal with those.

Q. And did you also continue to take certain prescribed
medication for depression and other things?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. At one point in your career and your life, were you taking
about seven medications per day on different schedules
totalling about 30 pills?

A. Yes.

Q. And did you maintain that regimen of medication throughout
your entire hospitalization there?

A. Yes.

Q. Then you were released back to the Archdiocese of Chicago?
A. Yes.

Q. Now, while you were at the hospital there at St. Luke's,

did you make a full and complete discleosure and admission to
the physicians and psychiatrigts as to your activities of
sexual misconduct in relation to the children with whom you

were dealing as a parish priest during the period of time in
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which you were such a parish priest?

A. Yes.

Q. And was that part of the program, self-admission as to
those problems?

A. Yes.

Q. And did you find that the counseling, treatment, and
medication program that they set up for you at that hospital
assisted you in controlling your sexual desires?

A. Yes, it did.

Q. To the best of your knowledge, did it work?

A. Yes, it was very effective.

Q. Now, after you were released, if I can use that term, or
discharged, did you then engage in an 6utpatient program at
St. Luke’s Hospital?

A, Yes, I did.

Q. Mr. McCaffery, at the time in relation to the Archdiocese
of Chicago, was it your experience based as a Catholic priest
that this was the plan, policy, and pfogram of the archdiocese
in treating priests who were involved in this type of
behavior?

A. Yes.

Q. And even without geoing into any other names, as a result
of your experience, are you aware that this was the type of
program from your counseling that other priests had

participated in?
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A. Yes,.

Q. 2nd so when you went into the priestﬁood and told Father
Cecil that you were going in, it was your desire -- was it
your desire at that time to try to make the best of your
hospitalization and deal with your sexual addiction problem?
A. It was my intention, yes.

Q. Did you tell Father Cecil the names of any of the persons
that you had abused?

A. HNo.

Q. After St. Luke’s, did you come home?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Did vou go to ocutpatient care or after-care?

A. I went to both. I went to outpatient care through Isaac
Ray Center, and then I also continued the program at St.

Qur files on the former Rev. Vincent McCaffery include a copy of the 205 page
“TRANSCRIPT OF PROCEEDINGS BEFORE THE HONORABLE JOHN W.
DARRAH” which cites the United States of America vs. Vincent McCaffery, Defendant.
The court date of this proceeding was December 9, 2002.

The document includes testimony of four of Fr. McCaffery’s victims. As recorded in the
transcript, it was agreed prior to the court proceeding that only the first names of these
individuals would be reflected in the court record. I compared the transcript with files in

our office and was able to determine that the following individuals testified to their
sexual abuse as minors by Fr. McCafferym, and
_ Each of these men was an adult at the time of the December 9™ court date.
A psychiatrist named Dr. Jonathan Kelly was among those witnesses who testified. Dr.
Kelly testified that Mr. McCaffery was a patient of his in 1994 and that he saw the cleric
as an “...outpatient for treatment of a sexual disorder.” When asked, Dr. Kelly testified
that Mr. McCaffery experienced the specific sexual disorder of “ephebophilia.” Also

when asked, Dr. Kelly defined the disorder as “...a sexual disorder involving sexual
arousal to male minors in the adolescent age range.”

The following quote from Dr. Kelly’s December 27, 1994 clinical summary concerning
Mr. McCaffery was read, “Vincent states that he had hundreds of male sexual contacts
during his life and about a hundred of these were under the age of 18 at the time that the
sexual contact occurred.”

Through testimony given by Dr. Kelly, it was revealed that Mr. McCaffery went to Guest
House for alcohol treatment in 1980. Dr. Kelly testified that he had Mr. McCaffery
involved in an inpatient care program at St. Luke’s Institute in Maryland in the late
1980s. He also testified that he had Mr. McCaffery from 1994 through 2002 “...ona
regular medical patient treatment program at [saac Ray Center at Rush...”

Mr. McCaffery testified as the defendant in this case. He stated that he was charged in
June 2002 *...with a two-count information about by the United States Attorney for this
district with two counts of child pornography...”

Mr. McCaffery testified that he began to see a psychiatrist in 1978. When asked how
many prepubescent children or boys he “...had sexual misconduct with or sexual contact
with...”, Mr. McCaffery guessed that the number was between 12 and 14,

Through questioning, Mr, McCaffery testified that he was admitted to Resurrection
Hospital in the alcoholic treatment unit in 1980 “...for my acting out sexually with an
adolescent, and then | was transferred from there to Guest House up in Rochester,
Minnesota, to continue my treatment.”

When asked, Mr. McCaffery testified to being put on antidepressants upon his arrival to
St. Luke Institute as well as Depo-Provera.

Dick,

I am writing you as Chairman of the Personnel Roard for the
clergy and as a friend. I would ask you to put on the agenda of
the Board a reconsideration of your policy concerning the appoint

ment of a priest who has either an alcoholic or psychological pro
blem.

Why? 1 think if I had been told the truth about Vince Mc
Caffrey's problems I might have been able to help him. Instead,
when a representative of the Personnel Board called asking me to
consider having Vince as an associate, I was told that the reason

for his change after only one year at St. Victor's was that he had

previously served there as a Seminarian and that his return as a
priest had been a mistake. I was told that the Board had advised

against his going to St. Victor's, but that Vince had insisted and
the Board had gone along. While I didn't really buy this whole story,

I took the attitude that everyone has a right to a new beginning,
suming no one would get hurt in the process.

If I had been told that Vince had an alcoholic
have accepted him?

I am now faced with a situation which is bad.

I am not a psychologist and we received no training to be such
during our days in the Seminary. However, during my period of work-
ing in the Matrimonial Tribunal I dealt with several cases involving

Schizophrenia and its varying degrees. I am not saying Vince has

this

illness, but I am saying there is definitely a basic problem. Vince
is never on a normal plane. He is either high or depressed. He is
always trying to prove himself, yet thinks in his cunningness that he
hides this. He is the greatest con artist there is. He is the great-
est procrastinator there is. I know these things from observation
during the seventeen months he has been here. I have learned them
from talking with priests who have known him over the years. (One
priest who knew him in the Seminary told me of his "highs," "highs"
which would cause him to pass out. Another told me how he was con-
stantly “'the con artist" in the Seminary. A priest who was his par-
ish priest while in Grammar School told me of his constant compensa-
tion for his small stature, his macho efforts. In staff meeting here
he would put people down or keep going back to matters which he did
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not agree with, even after the subject matter being discussed had
changed.)

If I had been told of his alcoholism, I would have been more
alert to the many mornings he did not get up to offer Mass. (He was
very careful not to drink more than an occasional beer in front of
me and smoked incessantly which covered his breath. He would have
the altar boy take the wine remaining in the chalice and pour it
down the sacrarium rather than finish it because '"he didn't like
wine.") He always apologized for missing Mass and gave the excuse
he was a ''might person.'" It would have alerted me to the reason for
the late hours he kept. (His friends in the parish did not know he
had a problem; but I am finding out that the number of parishioners
who knew he was frequenting bars in the area until the wee hours was
fairly large.) I have learned that while he was at St. Victor's a
priest who does alcoholic counseling wanted him to go to Guest House
and the Seminary Psychologist talked him out of it. I think the
scandal could have been avoided or at least lessened if T had been
told the truth.

If I had been told of his other problem, I am sure I would
have reacted to my ''gut feelings" and we could have avoided the
present scandal. I was not alone that something was amiss, but I
had no concrete evidence. But how many priests have a young teen-
ager (from St. Victor's) come frequently to stay over night in his
room? Oh, the excuses were that he was helping him with his study.
In the old rectory, even after we had a guest room, he always stay-
ed in his room. In the new rectory (the old convent) w&e have a
couple of guest rooms, but this made no difference. The night of
the episode (a different lad from Cal City),I sensed he had brought
someone into the house and slipped him up the back stairs. If I
had known I would .have been a little less comfortable with his
friendship with some of the young kids, zeroing in on certain indi-
viduals. I don't think any overt actions took place with youth from
this area, but I do think ground work was being laid. I know this
is a strong charge and it is only an opinion, but it is my "gut"
feeling,

I said above that I am faced with a situation which is bad.
The police in Hometown have been very good in keeping the situation

gquiet. The parents of the boy involved have been good as long as I
keep assuring them # The mother in-
sists that I tell her exactly what 1s being done about this problem

or she will prosecute. I know of at least one parishioner who knew
of both his problems since he came here and only recently told me,
looking for a denial on part to ease her mind. I think she will
keep quiet as she has for seventeen months.

The bad situation is this. WNo matter what I do 1'll be damned.
I cannot tell the people, yet if it gets out who's going to catch
hell? He was well liked and is keeping in touch with friends and
people want to know when he will be coming back; and I will not take
him back. This is a small town and I had to tell the people he was
sick and that it was alcoholism to stop the speculation. And I am
not exaggerating.

Even though I believe a person should be given a second and

third chance, I would not take Vince back. Why? Because I do not
feel I can trust the Personnel Board policy to level with me
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That is why I am asking you to reconsider
the Board's policy in appointing a man. I will gladly meet with
you, any member of the Board or the whole Board to discuss this
matter if you wish. When 1 find his former Pastor, the Vicar of
the area and the Personnel Board all know of the problems and no
one tells the "receiving Pastor,"” I think something is wrong.

Please review your policy in this matter.

A week after being removed from the place of employment in
Octob , Vince is known to have visited the young
SOD'H' We have reason to believe that our client
has DPeen seen on more than one occasion with the young man
alone. The parents themselves admitted to the local youth
minister that the client and the boy had spent time together.
We believe that the parents are aware of this relationship
and approve of it. The local youth director and, most

recently, the parents' pastor, Fr. O'Donovan, have alerted
the family to Vince's general past history.

The parents seemingly have not and do not believe our client
has committed any misconduct in the past with others "until
they hear it from his 1lips." We have reason to believe that
our client may not have told them the truth or may have
minimized past behavior.

Our fear is of a patterned relationship build up.

We believe that this client should not be in the presence of
minors without another adult being present - a mandate put on
him some time back. We believe this mandate has not been
properly observed.

We believe that, because of the past relationship of our
client with this young man, the client should sever any
relationship with this family. This will undoubtedly cause
the client feelings of anger and loss.

1. I convened a meeting today in my office with Vince McCaffrey, Dom Grassi and
The purpose was to determine our strategy in handling the ailegations
made against Vince by the anonymous phone caller. After considerable discussion,
we reached the following consensus:

B. His departure will be timed to coincide with the rest of the changes
in June.

C. Dom Grassi will explain to the couple who received the anonymous phone
call that Vince's primary assignment is graduate studies and that his intention
is to pursue them and he is going to seek a residency rather than an Associate
Pastor assignment in order to facilitate his studies. This was his intention
all along, but now it will be hastened somewhat because of this unfortunate
incident.

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Victim Statement Abstract

This abstract replaces the summary prepared by Leah McCluskey, Director of the Archdiocese of
Chicago's Office for Child Abuse Investigations and Review, of Victim EG's statement, given to
Ms. McCluskey on October 3, 2007, formalizing his allegation of abuse against Rev. Vincent
McCaffrey. The alleged abuse consisted of Fr. McCaffrey fondling Victim EG during trips to Fr.
McCaffrey's cabin and on other out-of-town frips. Fr. McCaffrey would also get into bed with
Victim EG and spoon with him in addition to fondling him. The alleged abuse began when
Victim EG was in fourth or fifth grade and ended when Victim EG was in seventh or eighth

grade.
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
