Catholic Students Hold
Inter-Parish Youth Day

Sunday, Oct. 28, was the Feast
of Christ the King in the Catholic
Church and began National Cath-
olic Youth Week. Before leaving
for Rome and the Ecumenical
Council, the Cardinals and Bis-
hops of America made a special
point of focusing the eyes of the
Church on its teen-agers during
this week.

In conjunction with the Nation-
al theme of “Reverent Youth—
Loyal Leaders,” a group of high
school students from Horace
Greeley High School in Chappa-
qua, New York sponsored an
experiment in inter-parish living.
They invited the Catholic students
of twelve different public high
schools in the Westchester County
area to come to Chappagua as
their guests on Sunday, Oct. 28,
and devote the day to an exam-
ination of the meaning of rever-
ence and leadership in the lives
of Christian wouth.

The day, which involved about
130 students, began at noon with
the Mass for the Feast of Christ
the King celebrated bv Father
Robert E. Campbell, M. M. The
students received the Eucharst
together in a body. Following a
short communion breakfast a
panel discussion began to break
down the theme of the day from
its theory to its practical applica-
tion.

“This gives you a chance to
blow off steam about many
things,” smid John Crowley, 16,
chairman of the day, and semor
at Horace Greeley High School.
‘Then the nine panelists told what
being a leader meant to them in
their own lives. Once the panel
became involved in the issue, the
pace was set and those present
broke up inte small discussion
groups to continue the discussion.

as important for our lives, but
only if we make it so."

“One thing about stating your
views is that once they are out,
you have to do what you say or
you're a hypocrite," Judy Cough-
lin, 16, a junior from St. Mary's
High School, Katonah.

Also on the panel were: Tim-
othy McCarthy, 17, moderator
and senior from Horace Greeley
High School, Catherine Tarride,
17, from Bordeaux, France, an
exchange student and senior at
Greeley, Ruth Sharak, 15, soph-
more at Briarcliff High School,
Briarcliff, Mike Lunny 17, senior
at Eastchester High School, John
Moore, 18, junior at Sleepy Hol-
low High School, Tarrytown.

The Moth-
ers’ Club prepared a hearty meal
which was donated by merchants
and friends in Chappagqua. & few
Maryknoll Seminarians, who
came as observers to the day,
provided an impromptu jam-ses-
sion with therr combo.
