MISHAWAKA - Reverend E.J. Miller, 80, was called home by our
Lord and Savior on Saturday, July 26, 2008, following a lengthy
illness. Fr. Miller was born March 7, 1928, to John and Veronica

and le� home to begin his priestly studies at Josephinum in
Worthington, Ohio.

He especially enjoyed being able to help
his fellow priests by giving them a reprieve and was able to
serve people in the way he most enjoyed. At the time he needed
assisted care, he went to live in Bellevue, OH, with his sister and
brother-in-law.

Aside from his love for the priesthood, Fr. Miller was an excellent
baseball player. In his younger days, he played on teams locally
as well as in Indiana. A baseball field in Fort Wayne was named
"Miller Field" in his honor. He enjoyed all sports and was an avid
fan of the Fighting Irish of Notre Dame, Cleveland Indians and
the Cincinnati Reds.  
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Fr. Miller was the sixth of 10 children in his family. He is survived
